GM Everyone loved Larry; he was always smiling, funny, the life of the
party, and ready to fix anything you had that was broken. He was
great to me, and I spent a tremendous amount of time with him and
his family as a child. He always made me feel special. He also
cared for my Mother and especially Nana. He was a great man, a
caring uncle, a caring everything. I was able to be his friend a
couple of times as an adult. He asked me to check out his
emergency batteries at the City hospital - what an honor! 

  
He taught me to fish, deep sea and in the harbor, to clam, to be
upset at outboard motors refusing to start, to be even more upset
when they refused to start, to paddle toward shore... or, get a tow. I
spent the winter weekends in my preteens at their house, ice
skating day and night on Jack's Pond. Gracie would go with us at
night sometimes. She loved to skate. And in the Summer at the
beaches on SI, or bike riding all over the island. 

  
Larry was always around in my early youth. I was in every good bar
in Brooklyn and some in Staten Island ... and one in Manesquan,
near John's Beach .... many times. My mother, aunts and uncles
were all young. It was early post war. They had a big crowd ... a lot
of guys back from the war, a lot of new plans, new lives, true
adventure. Houses and a bridge being built for Staten Island. So,
Larry built his own home, almost by himself. Weekend after
weekend, day off after day off, vacation after vacation. Do you know
anyone else who built their own house ... with their own hands? 

  
I joined the Navy in part from his sea stories. As you have seen in
the photos on the memorial site, he was never far from the sea after
the war, and through his entire life. Once a sailor, always a sailor. 

  
Now, Uncle Larry has moved on. This only makes me feel all of that
closeness from all those years ago. His life, from my beginning to
this very moment, was so influential, so important to me, I will miss
him just because he's not there. I loved my Uncle Larry so much. I
grieve my specific sorrow for his passing to his children and their
