Santos Pastoriza, 78, of New Brighton, died before his time on Thanksgiving
at the VA Hospital in Brooklyn from Covid-19.

Santos was born in Santurce, Puerto Rico and emigrated to Brooklyn in 1950.
He never finished high school as he had to help support his family. He was
drafted into the Vietnam War in 1964 and then continued to serve our country
in the warzone as a merchant marine.

He became a step-father to Kristie, Tony, and Nicole and had his only child,
Alyssia, in 1979. He continued to sail the world until he chose to give that up
to be home with his family.
