Upon his return home to the States Vincent found employment in a diamond
dye company, then as a US Postal Carrier, before beginning his long standing
career as a member of the FDNY in 1950. Vincent rose to the rank of
Lieutenant and retired on June 19, 1976 after almost 26 years of dedicated
service. In his free time and later years, Vincent was a regular and member of
the Friendship club of Great Kills, and a active member at the Great Kills
Swim Club where he spent many a day playing cards and socializing with his
friends.
